When the Air Purifier is plugged in to the wall socket and is on
standby, touch the “POWER” button to turn on the Air Purifier. If

the “POWER” button is touched again, the Air Purifier goes into
standby mode.

When the Air Purifier is powered on, touch the “SPEED” button to
adjust the fan speed of the Air Purifier. This Air Purifier has two
fan speed levels from low to high. If the fan speed is set manually
by the userthen the fan speed is not controlled by the sensorand
Air Purifierwilloperate atthe fan speed set by the user.

In this mode, the Air Purifier changes the wind speed and
displays the air quality status according to the currentair quality.

When the Air Purifier is powered on, it will activate “SLEEP" mode
5 seconds after the “SPEED” button is touched and the indicator
light against “S” turns on. In “SLEEP" mode, all the lights on the
control panel shallturn off and the Air Purifier will operate at the
lowest fan speed.

Longtouchthe “CHILD LOCK” button for 5 seconds to turn on or
off the “CHILD LOCK” function. All buttons will be disabled while
the “CHILD LOCK” is on. The Air Purifier however will continue to
work in the mode it was prior to pressing the “CHILD LOCK”
button.
