Installing The Filter

1. Place the air purifier upside down.

2. Rotate the bottom portion of the air purifier
anti-clockwise to remove the filter.

3. Remove the Protective PE Bag from the filter
and then re-insert the filter.

4. Re-align the bottom housing of the air purifier
and rotate clockwise until it locks.

5. The air purifier is equipped with Pre-Filter + HEPA H13 Filter + Activated Carbon
(Compound Filter) that will lasts up to 9000 Hours or 1 Year, depending upon
usage.

Power Speed Filter

When the Air Purifier is plugged in to the wall socket and is on
standby, touch the “POWER” button to turn on the Air Purifier.
If the “POWER?” button is touched again, the Air Purifier goes
into standby mode.

When powered on, the air purifier will start working at high fan
speed by default. It also has a fan speed button to set the
desired fan speed.

Filter reset: When the red indicator light illuminates, the Filter
replacement is required. After replacing the Filters touch the
power and fan speed button for 5 seconds so that the Filter
timer can be reset. The filter icon will flash 3 times and then go
off.

During Installation

1. Place the air purifier on a dry, stable, and firm surface.
Make sure not to block the top air outlet vent and air
intake grill.

2. Connect the power adaptor to the DC socket located on
the air purifier. Plug the adaptor into an AC electrical
outlet.

CAUTION: Only use the power adaptor that is provided
with the unit. Do not use other power adaptors.

3. Tap the power button (®) to turn the unit ON.

4. When powered on, the air purifier will operate on high fan
speed (I1) mode by default. To select a desired fan speed,
tap the fan speed button (#) to change the fan speeds,

I (low), Il (medium), 11l (high), until the desired speed
setting is illuminated.

5. Important: Always turn OFF and unplug the air purifier
when not in use.




Safety - Precautions For Use

1. Do not pick or move the Air Purifier while it is powered on.
When moving or storing, do not pull the power adapter.
This may cause a short circuit or cause internal damage
to the power adapter. This may lead to a fire or electric
shock. Do not cut, excessively twist, pull, or bend the
power adapter.

4.To clean the 3 in 1 compound filter only use a dry, soft cloth to wipe it down.

1. Do not allow moisture to encounter with the main housing of the air purifier.

2. Never use detergents, gasoline, glass cleaner, furniture polish, paint thinner, or
any other chemical to clean the air purifier or filter.

3. Do not use water to clean the 3 in 1 compound filter.
